HOLIDAY SEASON

Are you aware that in just seconds your Holiday Season could become tragic and your holiday could possibly go up in flames? To make sure your Holiday Season remains a time of joy and happiness, the Alamogordo Department of Public Safety Fire Services is urging you to take the extra safety precautions this season.
Did you know the Christmas season brings more fires in the home than any other time of year? The Christmas tree is also one of the most popular decorations, but can be one of the most dangerous if not kept fresh. 
HELPFUL TIPS
1. The key to a safe Christmas tree starts at the sales lot. Once you find the tree you like, make sure you do the “Tap Test”, lift the tree up and tap it on the ground. If any needles fall off, this tree is already too dry. Look for another tree.

2. Make sure you keep your tree watered. Without daily watering, your Christmas tree could become highly flammable and just take mere seconds to become fully engulfed in flames.

3. Never use outside lights on your Christmas tree. These lights can produce enough heat to dry out your tree and will increase the chance of fire.
4. Always check your decorative lights for frayed wires and other possible defects.
5. Always turn your decorative lights off when leaving your home and before going to bed.
The Alamogordo Department of Public Safety’s main goal is to eliminate all deaths due to holiday fires.  Remember we can all do our part this Holiday Season by eliminating fires. The Alamogordo Department of Public Safety wishes you and your family a wonderful Holiday Season and a Happy New Year.
