On Monday March 19, 2012, the Alamogordo Department of Public Safety responded to Walmart, 233 New York, in reference to a domestic disturbance.  While enroute, officers were advised that the parties involved departed the area.  The officers obtained a description of the vehicle and the vehicle was stopped in the area of W. First Street and Railroad Avenue.  

The investigation revealed the occupants of the vehicle a married couple, male and female 29 years of age and their 3 ½ month old infant, were involved in a verbal argument in the parking lot of Walmart.   During this argument, the female, identified as Melissa Laminack, intentionally slammed the stroller carrying her infant child into the right rear tire of their vehicle in an attempt to get a reaction out of her husband. This caused her unrestrained infant to fall face first out of the stroller onto the asphalt.  Subsequent to the traffic stop, the infant was transported to Gerald Champion Regional Medical Center by American Medical Response for treatment and observation due to the injuries she sustained to her face and head.
Mrs. Laminack was subsequently arrested for Child Abuse (no death or great bodily injury) and incarcerated at the Otero County Detention Center in lieu of $5000.00 bond pending arraignment in Magistrate Court.
