Members of the Alamogordo Department of Public Safety were shocked to learn of the sudden death of Public Safety Officer Andrew J. Dominguez on January 4, 2011. Dominguez was a member of the department since July, 2001.
Dominguez leaves his wife, Eva and three children, Desiree, a student at Eastern New Mexico State University and Andrea and Andrew, both students at Alamogordo High School. DPS Director Sam Trujillo said the department sends its deepest sympathies and condolences to the family. “Andy was a well-known figure throughout Alamogordo and developed positive contacts with those he met. His loss creates a tremendous impact on his co-workers who relied on him as a valuable partner in their work as well as a great friend.”
Dominguez began his career with DPS as a patrol officer and served in that capacity until 2007   when he moved to the Community Relations Division and became one of the school resource officers assigned to Alamogordo High School. Dominguez was also a DARE officer at Heights School and La Luz Elementary. 
Officer Dominguez received several awards during his career including: four exceptional duty awards, eight grand cordon awards, two life saving awards, a gallantry star, an honorable service award and three other recognitions from supervisors. Additionally, he served the department as a senior car seat technician, and a crisis negotiator. He was 39 at the time of his death.
Funeral arrangements are pending in Alamogordo.
