From Becky at Lowe’s Grocery Store: 
 
If anyone needs some good, healthy weed seeds, 
they're free for the asking. I have Kochia plants that 
have a stem diameter of about five inches and tumble-
weeds that can take down a semi if they escape. Did 
you know you can buy baby to gigantic sized tumble-
weeds? They're on sale from $14.95 up to $41.99. For 
real! 
 
As autumn progresses, plants are putting their energy 
into seeds. Leave the seed pods on plants you want to 
reseed and spread, but cut off and dispose of those you 
do not want. Stop dead-heading roses; let rose hips 
develop and mature. They help harden the rose bushes 
for winter, and also provide food for birds—and peo-
ple, too. Only use pesticide free rose hips. 
 
Start planting irises now, so they have time to root 
before winter. Plant your spring flowering bulbs; pre-
chilled tulips will perform better, if you had time to 
chill them. Mums, pansies, and flowering kale and 
cabbages can also be planted now, as well as any per-
ennial bedding plants, shrubs, and trees. Planting in the 
fall promotes good root growth, and helps establish the 
plant before the hot summer season. 
 
If you are forcing bulbs for inside display, be sure to 
calculate how many weeks are needed to produce 
bloom for the time desired. Most bulbs need four to six 
weeks to bloom. Most of the spring bulbs make beauti-
ful living bouquets; tiny crocuses, tulips, paperwhites, 
daffodils, hyacinths, tulips, and the majestic amaryllis. 
 
Here are the next three questions for the contest: 
 
Question #1: What is the difference between a decidu-
ous plant and an evergreen?  
 
Question #2: Too much fertilizer causes what? 
 
Question #3:  When a plant is described as being 
‘chlorotic’ what are its symptoms and what is a treat-
ment? 
 
Now I have to find a lumber-
jack to fell my forest of weeds. 
If anyone wants some nice 
tumbleweeds, I know where a 
lot are, and they won't even 
have to pay for them.

Over half of the city’s land is in a designated Special Flood Hazard 
Area (SFHA) which is land that has a 1% or greater chance of   
flooding in any given year.  This is equivalent to a 26% chance of 
flooding during a 30-year mortgage.  Areas not designated as a 
SFHA also have the potential for damage by a flood greater than 
that predicted on a flood map or by local drainage problems. 
 

The city does not require flood insurance – it enforces development 
regulations in the floodplain through the permitting process as     
outlined in chapter 13 of the Code of Ordinances.  Lenders are          
mandated by the federal government to require flood insurance. 

Insurance companies service federally-backed flood insurance and 
the rates are standardized by the National Flood Insurance Pro-
gram (NFIP).  Below is a table with    example premiums for stan-
dard policies.  It is important to note that building coverage and 
contents coverage are separate coverages available with a flood 
policy.
