As the weather turns to spring and ushers in “weed season”, the City of Alamogordo has acquired a new, easier to remember phone number for the public to use in reporting Code Enforcement violations. The new number, 439-3337 or “43weeds” can be used for contact with Code Enforcement to share concerns or report any code violations. After receiving a complaint of a violation, a code enforcement officer visits the location of the report to determine whether a violation exists. If a violation is found, the officer attempts contact with the resident. If unable to make contact at that time, a notification of the violation is left at the property and a letter is sent to notify of the violation.

Officers are dispatched back to the property fifteen days after the discovery and initial notice of violation to see whether the problem was corrected. In the overwhelming majority of cases, residents have taken care of the violation and no further action is required. About two percent of the time, a violation still exists when the officers return for follow up. In cases where the inspection after the dispatch of a certified letter reveals an unresolved code violation, the case is either sent for remediation or to the legal division for a criminal complaint, depending on the likelihood of being able to locate the responsible party within the jurisdiction of the court. 
The Code Enforcement Division strives to make the city a safer and more attractive place to live and visit through enforcement of ordinances concerning weeds, trash, inoperable vehicles and trees that hang too low over streets or sidewalks. With that end in mind, Code Enforcement Supervisor James Baker   reminds the citizens of Alamogordo that residents are responsible to insure the sidewalks in front of their residences are clear of any vegetation, weeds or hedges and that their property extending to the halfway point of the alley is also clear of any weeds over 6 inches in height.
