On Thursday, December 8, 2011, the Alamogordo Department of Public Safety conducted an investigation pertaining to a shoplifting which occurred at Lowes Grocery Store, 675 E. 10th Street. Through the investigation, DPS Officers made contact with two male juvenile subjects, a 15 year old, and a 17 year old.  During the course of the investigation, the two subjects were linked to two recent commercial burglaries at the Alamo Quick Pic, 1501 Indian Wells, along with a residential burglary and two auto thefts in the City of Alamogordo. Through this investigation, two other male subjects were identified as being involved, Troy Josefosky (18 yrs old) and Samuel Holmes (18 yrs old). As a result of evidence collected and information gathered, all four suspects were arrested and charged for their participation.
The 15 year old male was arrested and charged with the following: Aggravated residential burglary, conspiracy to commit aggravated residential burglary, commercial burglary, conspiracy to commit commercial burglary, two counts of unlawful taking of a motor vehicle, two counts of conspiracy to commit unlawful taking of a motor vehicle, larceny of a firearm, two counts of larceny, shoplifting, criminal damage and two counts of minor in possession of alcohol. He was transported to a Juvenile Detention Facility for holding.  
The 17 year old male was arrested and charged with the following: Aggravated residential burglary, conspiracy to commit aggravated residential burglary, commercial burglary, conspiracy to commit commercial burglary, two counts of unlawful taking of a motor vehicle, two counts of conspiracy to commit unlawful taking of a motor vehicle, larceny of a firearm, two counts of larceny, shoplifting, criminal damage and two counts of minor in possession of alcohol. He was transported to a Juvenile Detention Facility for holding.

Troy Josefosky was arrested and charged with the following: Commercial burglary, conspiracy to commit commercial burglary, two counts of receiving stolen property, disposing of stolen property, criminal damage, and minor in possession of alcohol. He was incarcerated into the Otero County Detention Center in lieu of bond for holding.
Samuel Holmes was arrested and charged with the following: Commercial burglary, conspiracy to commit commercial burglary, larceny, criminal damage and minor in possession of alcohol. He was incarcerated into the Otero County Detention Center in lieu of bond for holding.

There are other subjects of interest wanted for questioning and the investigation is continuing.
