In the recent weeks, the Alamogordo Department of Public Safety has responded to several complaints at local businesses in reference to unknown person or persons issuing or attempting to issue counterfeit U.S. Currency.  The denominations of the currency were five and ten dollar bills and the department has seized several of the counterfeit bills as evidence.  The Alamogordo Department of Public Safety actively conducted an investigation in attempt to identify possible suspects, and through the investigation, a male and female were identified.  
As a result of the investigation, a search warrant was obtained for a residence in the 1400 block of Ohio Avenue.  During the search of the home evidence of the manufacturing of counterfeit U.S. currency was seized. 
Subsequent to the search warrant, the female, Shivonne Balderas, and the male, Jacob “Jake” Balderas, both of whom had recently moved to Alamogordo from Northern New Mexico, were arrested and charged with one count of Forgery (under $2,500), a 4th degree felony and one count Conspiracy to Commit Forgery, a 4th degree felony.  Both subjects were incarcerated into OCDC on a $10,000 bond.  Additionally, Shivonne Balderas was served a New Mexico Corrections Department Warrant and Jacob Balderas was served with a Rio Arriba District Court Warrant.
