On Wednesday, June 08, 2011, at approximately 4:13 a.m., Alamogordo Department of Public Safety along with American Medical Response responded to the Burger King located at 117 S. White Sands Blvd. in reference to shots fired and a female subject down.   Once Officers arrived at the scene, Officers located a female suffering from multiple gun shot wounds and was transported to Gerald Champion Regional Medical Center for treatment.  Officers at the scene were able to quickly obtain a description of the suspect vehicle that had fled the scene and relay the description to other local law enforcement agencies.  With the assistance of the Otero County Sheriff’s Office, the suspect vehicle was observed traveling North on the Charlie Lee Relief Route and subsequently stopped by Sheriff Deputies.  The vehicle contained three occupants who were turned over to Alamogordo DPS for questioning by the Criminal Investigation Division.  The suspects in the vehicle were identified as Alexias Torres age 27 of the Ruidoso area, Jonathan Montoya age 18 of the Ruidoso area and Melissa Mathis age 28 of Alamogordo.  

The victim was identified as Shavon Twitty age 33 of Alamogordo.  It was later learned Shavon Twitty had succumbed to her injuries and was pronounced dead at 7:57 a.m. by the Office of Medical Investigator at the hospital.   
It was learned through the investigation the three suspects were also involved in a residential burglary of a home located on the 400 Block of Canal Street prior to the shooting incident at Burger King.  A search warrant was obtained and executed on the suspect vehicle which revealed evidence related to the residential burglary and the shooting incident.  As a result of the investigation, Jonathan Montoya, Alexis Torres and Melissa Mathis were each charged with an open count of murder and conspiracy to commit murder, shooting at or from motor vehicle and conspiracy to commit shooting at or from a motor vehicle, residential burglary and conspiracy to commit residential burglary.  Jonathan Montoya was additionally charged with tampering with evidence.  All three subjects were incarcerated at the Otero County Detention Center on a No Bond Hold pending arraignment.
