4th of July Events
Thanks to the cooperation of its citizens, the City of Alamogordo experienced fewer fire calls and fireworks complaints during the recent 4th of July holiday than the Department of Public Safety has fielded in several years.  We would like to express our sincere gratitude to all of the citizens of Alamogordo for doing their share in making this a safe and significant fire free 4th of July.


Unfortunately the weather conditions continue to present extreme fire danger, and residents are urged to maintain the strictest precautions to avoid any fire emergency.  Low humidity, continued winds, an abundance of dry fuel materials left from last winter’s freeze and a long period without measurable precipitation have left the City highly vulnerable to any blaze that could escape control.


Residents are advised to exercise particular care with cigarette butts, vehicles parked on vegetation, barbecue fires and machinery that might emit sparks. It is sensible to have a bucket of water, fire extinguisher or a water hose available when any conditions that might ignite a fire are present. 


Weather indicators for the past few days look as if the summer rainy season may be making its way to the area. While the onset of the monsoons will remove some of the danger currently faced, the Department of Public Safety wants everyone to stay fire safe and to take no chances when it comes to protecting the community from a potentially devastating fire.
